| would like to congratulate all our players on a job well done, for most of you who do not
possess any computer or calculating skills, you have adapted to the new equipment very
well.

A few mistakes are still being made and these can be eliminated by following the correct
process:

Make sure you enter the correct member numbers at the beginning of play
Use the process below to enter the contract details, and
Check the data entered properly —don’t just press the Accept button.

By following the simple steps below you will avoid these problems and remember, if at any time you
have a problem with the Bridgemate or you are not sure how to correct your table entries ..... PLEASE
CALL THE BRIDGEMATE.

Once the Bridgemate has moved onto the next round, the seeatt only be corrected in the computer.
STEP1: When the board is first put on the table, NORTH should enter the board number.

... You do this for two reasons, first to ensure that the boardareugoingto play should actually be at
your table and saandly, to ensure that the board has not already been played at your table.

STEP 2:  Bid for the contract on the bidding pad, when you arrive at a contract, NORTH should enter
the contract, the declarer and the lead card.

... The Bridgemate can then be pagide while you concentrate on your play anaking tricks

STEP3: Finally, NORTH should enter the number of tricks won by the declarer and pass the
Bridgemate to WEST to accept the result. WEST is responsible for checking the data entered by
NORTH.

... Please make sure that yebeck the contract, the number of tricks won and by whom ¢ NORTH or
SOUTH, EAST or WEST. Youdo nothave to check the scoess the score is automatically calculated

Please keep the noise down during play, every player should follow uniform and correct procedure in
calling and playing. Comments during the auction and play are not allowed, should there be a dispute—
call the director, do not try and solve the problem yourself.

At the end of play, would everyone leave the table in a tidy manner, push the chairs in, empty the bins
and remove all coffee and water cups from the table stands—the room is noticeably grubby of late and
your efforts will stem any rising costs in our cleaning contract.
